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SUMMARY 

GX WebManagerõs Multi Language Support  offers editors t he opportunity to create different  

language versions of a page, with the help of the so-called ôlanguage switchõ. The language 

versions that can  be created with the language switch are meant for the website, so that a 

visitor of the website can choose between several languages to read the page. This Multi 

Language Support  module has nothing to do wit h the languages in which the GX  WebManager 

edit environment is offered.  
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1 LANUAGE SWITCH 

On a website, created by GX WebManager, the language switch allows the visitor to switch 

languages. Different projects might have different implementations. An example of how to use 

the language switch is shown below: 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

At the GX WebManager edit environment, different language versions of one page can be 

developed by creating additional versions of that page, with each new version having a different 

choice of language. For each page and language, it can be determined what must appear on that 

page in that language by clicking on one of the language tabs and edit the page in the selected 

language: 
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1.1  Modifying language objects  

Language objects can be, for example, button text strings and standard text strings that appear 

at the website environment. As such, there are [Next]  and [Previous]  buttons and a ôInvalid 

codeõ message: 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

Note : Language labels are the same for all web initiatives belonging to one installation. Keep in 

mind that therefore changes on this panel also affect these other web initiatives. 

 

The language objects can be adapted for different languages by selecting the [Language 

Objects]  tab from the Configure  > Language labels  menu. If, for example, it is 

preferred to label the buttons in English, but show the messages in Dutch, there is a simple way 

to do this here: change those language labels and click [Apply] .

1.2  Adding a language 

The languages ôEnglishõ and ôDutchõ are included in the standard installation. Perform the 

following steps to add a new language: 

 

 Select the [Language Objects]  tab from the Configure  > Language labels  

menu. 

 

 Copy one of the listed languages by clicking the [Copy]  button next to the language to 

be copied, and give this language a unique internal name:

Initially, all language labels have the values of the source language. 

 

The new language needs a new English and Dutch name and, if needed, the language 

objects should be translated.

 Enter the language labels in the new language and click [Apply] . The ôdescriptionõ 

language label contains, for example, the text that appears on the language link for this 

language in the website environment. 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 If desired, the order of the languages might be changed by changing the sequence 

numbers:

Note : The tabs appear in the order that was selected in the first column on the [Language 

Objects] tab. 

 

If, when logging onto the edit environment of GX WebManager, ôDutchõ has been selected, these 

tabs will have the Dutch labels, as entered on the [Language Objects] tab. This has nothing 

to do with the language used on the page: 
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The default language in which a page opens on the website environment can be set by selecting 

File > Propertie s > General  from the menu:  
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1.3  Deleting a language 

If a language will no longer be needed, it can be removed in two different ways: 

 In the ôActiveõ column, remove the check mark (see A in the image below ) and click 

[Apply] . This means the language still remains existent and can easily be reinstalled if 

needed. 

 In the ôDeleteõ column, check the language to be deleted (see B in the image below ) and 

click [Apply] . This action permanently deletes the language in GX WebManager and, if 

needed in the future, will require a complete re-installation. 

 

Caution : If a language is deleted, all pages written in that language will also be deleted. 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

Keep in 

mind that therefore deleting a language also affect these other web initiatives. 
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1.4  Adding extra dictionaries 

If a new language is created on the [Language Objects]  tab, this language will also appear in 

the spellchecker module: 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

This does not mean that suddenly a German spellchecker can be run. This requires a German 

dictionary. The standard installation of GX WebManager only includes the following dictionaries: 

 Dutch 

 UK English 

 

The new dictionary has to be purchased from Wintree Software and installed in GX  WebManager. 

 

GX purchases dictionaries for all clients and partners. GX distributes those dictionaries and 

installs them where needed. It is not possible to add a new dictionary to GX WebManager yourself.
