S UMMARY  

The Media Repository is an external datab ase that is connec ted to the website(s) through the 

web content manage ment syste m. Th is  datab ase s tores  content o f  differen t formats  inc lud ing  

i mages, ar tic les, downloads, Flash f iles, mu ltimedia objec ts, and web pages. This content is  

direc tly main tained  in  the Media Repos itory or  through  the Ob jec tManager .  

 

Plac ing content from the Media  Repository on a page is done using a Media list or a M edia 

overview  element  in the Ed itor . In a Media overview  element , objec ts fro m the Media 

Repository w ill au t o matically  appear in overv iews if they meet the spec ified c riteria. In a 

Media lis t  ele men t , ind iv idual objec ts from the Media Repository are assigned and presented 

in an overv iew.   

 

NOTE: Con tent d isplayed using a Media overv iew element is dynamic , that is , if new content is 

added to the Media Repository that mee ts the spec if ied c riter ia configur ed for the Media 

overview elemen t, it w ill be presented. Conten t displayed using  a Media lis t is  s tatic , that is, 

it only disp lays the Med ia Repository objec ts that matched the spec ified c riteria at the time 

that the  Med ia lis t ele ment was added .  
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1  INT RODUCTION  

Content  (suc h as images and artic les)  that you need to display in mor e than one location  on a 

website can be stored in the Media Repository.  This a llows you to maintain your content in one 

centra l location but use it in more than one page on your webs ite. Placing content from the Media 

Repos itory on a page is done us ing  the content  elements M edia list  and Media overview .  

 

Different type of objects can be saved in the Media Repository:  

 Artic les and m ultimedia objec ts  ñ Thes e objects are mainta ined wit hin the Media 

Repos itory its elf.  

 Images, downloads, and Flash files  ñ These objects are maintained with the 

ObjectManager but are saved in the Media Repos itory.  

 Web pages ñ Pages saved in the Media Repository. These pages can a ls o be edited in the 

Media Repository.  
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Content in the Media Reposit ory can be c lassified using terms . Thereafter it is possible to dis play 

only  content that  is c lassified with a certain ter m or ter ms in certa in locat ion s  on your web s ite . 

The advantage of us ing ter ms is that the cont ent automat ica lly appears in the des ired places in 

your website  without  an editor having to make adjust ments at  the page level.  

 

Example:  O n an infor mative websit e, it is possible to display content that matc hes specific ter ms  

like news, s ports, healt h, etc. All artic les are mainta ined in one locat ion, but can be dis played 

per t opic (ter m) in different places  on the webs ite:
