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1  INT RODUCTION  

An RSS feed a llows mak ing links to infor mation on a websit e available to others.  ôOthersõ can be 

visitors of the website or other webs ites.  A webs ite manager can, for example, inc lude these links 

automatica lly in the homepage of his own webs ite.  With an RSS reader , a v isitor can retriev e the 

offered RSS and can see direct ly if new infor mation has been posted on t hat webs ite.  Examples of 

RSS feeds are news  feeds. 

 

Reading web copy using an RSS reader saves the Internet user surf and s earch time. The programs  

are intended for Internet us ers who want to keep abreast of news in their fields of int erest on the 

Internet.  RSS is us ed mainly for webs ites that are updated fr equent ly , suc h as news sites, 

community s ites, and web logs.  

 

The websiteõs data is converted into a format that allows other websites or programs to show this 

infor mat ion in their own env ironment.  Infor mation offer ed in RSS for mat is ca lled an RSS feed.  

 

Offering an RSS feed is  ca lled syndic ation and using an RSS feed is ca lled aggregat ion. RSS stands 

for ôReally Simple Syndicationõ. 

 

Example of using RSS feeds  on the Goog le.com sit e (t he news from CNN.com is imported by 

reading  in the RSS feed from CNN on the Goog le sit e) :

To offer an RSS feed, t he following steps  hav e to be taken:  

 

 Create a page wit h one or more content elements of the Page collection, Media list, 

and/or Media ov erview ty pe.  

 

o Make sure the page is not visible in the navigation, because it should not be 

possible to surf direct ly to this page.  This can be indicated on the parent page 

at ôSubsequent pagesõ and ôDo not show in navigationõ. 

o Uncheck ôInclude in search engineõ, because it does not make any sense to show 

this page in the search r esults .  

 

 Next to ôPresentationõ, select ôRSS 2.0 feedõ or ôAtom 1.0 feedõ for the content elements 

that will be used for RSS feeds.  These are the defaults for RSS.
