Within GX W ebManager there are severa l possibilit ies t o distribute fi les  to v isitors of the website 

environment : throug h t he Object Manager, by usin g download-elements, and by unlock ing folders . 

When to choose one or t he other depends  on t he use -case. 

When dealing with only a few fi les, the download -element can be used. When dealing with many 

fi les, the ObjectManager will be a good choic e. And when de aling with large fi les , f o lder access 

will  be preferred over the other two, becaus e this is the only method  that does not save the f i les  

in GX WebManagerõs database, but  leaves  them on disk .
