GX W ebManager can be used in two ways: 

 

1.  To c onstruct  a  website in what  is  known as  the backend.  This  is  where the pages  that 

make up the  webs ite are creat ed and edited. Casual users, editors, application managers 

and developers work in t he GX backend.  

 

2.  To v iew the webs ite p ages  in what  is  known as  t he frontend .  Visit ors use the GX 

WebManager frontend .  

 

To be able to see the effect of chang es  made while editing  a website, the GX W ebManager 

backend has a facility enabling rapid prev iew of the frontend õs appearance. 
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1.1  Sign ing  in  

To enable website infor mat ion to be added or changed it is necessary t o s ign in to the GX 

WebManager backend using  a username and password. Your user name and password ar e nor mally  

created and given t o you by  your  applicat ion manager. Perfor m t he following st eps  to s ign in :
