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1 INTRODUCTION

A pagetemplate is a pre-formatted page for use in the site structure. The website administrator
defines damong other things & which content elements and page sections will appear on the page,
and in what order, who is allowed to use the page template, and who is allowed to make
modifications. Also, pages based on an old version of a page template, can be automatically
updated to a new version of that page template .

A page template can be used in situations where there is a need for consistent format and

structure of the pages. This is, for example, the case when creating job openings or press
releases for a website.
