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S UMMARY  

A discussion  (also known as a forum)  allows visitors to respond to s tate ments and questions 

from other  visitors.  It  is  a lso poss ible  to s tart a new (sub)discus sion  yourself .  Discussions can 

be foll owed on the website and  reac tions  can be added.  The editor has the op tion of 

moderating  discussion  reac tions either  before or after  they are posted .  

 

This func tionality  can also be set up as a guestbook  which allow s in div idual commen ts to be 

posted instead  of in terac tive  discussions.

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1  CRE AT ING A DISCUSSIO N  

Using the Dis cuss ion content element, two types of d iscuss ions can be maintained: Forum and 

Guestbook.  The difference bet ween the t wo is that in a forum you can comment on other visitorsõ 

comments and in a guestbook  you cannot. Besides creat ing s pec if ic for mats for discussions and 

creating  discussions bas ed upon t hese for mats, it  is a lso possible to moderate discussions.  

 

To place a discussion element on a page, a discuss ion model and a discussion name have to be 

created f irst.  

 

 

1.1  Discu ss io n na me  

To create a new discuss ion, navigate to Maintain  > Discussions  > and c lick the 

[Discussions]  tab:  

 

 Select ôNew discussionõ. 
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 Giv e t he discussion a name.

 I f desired, limit the moderation of the discuss ion to s pec if ic user groups. These us er 

groups can be defined in the Conf igure > Authori zation  menu. If no user group is 

selected, any user authoriz ed to do so (on the [Moderate]  tab) is a llowed to moder ate 

th is disc ussion. 
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1.2  Discu ss io n mo de l  

A dis cuss ion model defines the genera l setup of a discussion.  The genera l s etup controls the 

number of messages that are shown, whether a discuss ion can be moderated, and who can 

participate in a discussion.  To create a new disc ussion model, select the [Discussion models]  

tab from the Maintain > Discussions .

 Deter mine whether the moderat ing  should be per for med  before or after  postings.  
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 Select the desir ed appearance next to ôPresentationõ. By default ,  there is a choice 

bet ween a forum and a guest book.  

 

 Determine the ôMaximum thread depthõ (the tota l number of res ponses to be dis played ).  

If this  f ield is left blank, there is  no limit .  

 

 Deter mine t he number of to pics to be shown on the page next to ôNumber of threads to 

show at startõ. If t he  number of topics is higher than this va lue, numbered links  to 

subsequent pages c onta ining the remaining topics appears on the website.  The default  

va lue is 2.  

 

 When the model is  ready for use, s elect  ôYesõ next to ôIs publishedõ 

 

 Deter mine who is a llowed to participate in the discussion.  If ôNoõ is checked next to 

ôEveryone may postõ, an additional field appears where specific web user groups can be 

assigned. These groups  can be defined on the [Web groups]  tab from t he Configure  

> Web users  menu. A v isitor from anot her web user group may read t he discuss ion bu t 

is not a llowed to participate.  
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2  PL ACING A DIS CUSS ION  ON A P AGE  

To plac e t he discussion element on a page, follow thes e steps:  

 

 Add the discussion cont ent element to a page: Insert  > User in teraction >  

Discussion .  

 

 Select  the name of the disc ussion model and discu ssion from t he respective lists.
