This document is a generic document for GX WebManager9-based projects. Each project,
however, has its own variables which, for example, partially limit the functionality, might require
different browser versions, or offer customized access or ad ditions. To actually start the design
creation for a GX WebManager project, the GX project manager or consultant will fine -tune the
design process with the designer.
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2 GENERAL REQUIREMENTS

2.1 Requirements for a dynamic -website designer

The dynamic-website designer should have broad, recent experience with the creation of dynamic
websites. This means, websites where the content and structure (!) are generated entirely froma
database which is part of a content management system, created, for example, in CFM , ASP, PHP,
or Java servlets. The designer is able to present documentation for these types of projects
(designs, specifications, technique, and presentation).

The dynamic-website designer can think in templates and can, based on a functional format and
not on a fixed set of pages or content, arrive at a design that ensures the website (and its
structure) can be freely set up and filled with content and structure from the database.

2.2 General design requirements

A dynamic website does not want the page conte nt and the structure (navigation) of the site fixed
beforehand. The design should consist of one or more flexible HTML templates.

2.2.1 Fixed content blocks

In the design, maybe for each page type, one (or more) frame(s) for the actual content, provided
by the editors, should be defined. GX WebManager's editorial environment offers a large number
of content elements that can be freely added to a page as well in quantity as in sequence. Some
of these elements, especially those that display images, can be combined with other elements
(right/left of each other).

The editorial environment actually has one frame for displaying content elements from the

editorial environment . This &d&main content framed could
editors deal with one b y one after placing separators. If there are more content frames in one

template, the smaller content frames are approached with the help of  page sections: Mini content

pages that can be maintained centrally. Consequently, fast -changing information is usually

maintained in the main content frame 0 this keeps maintenance from becoming unnecessarily

complicated. Exceptions, for instance, for automated content, are possible after consultation

with the GX project manager or consultant.
