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SUMMARY  

To show and maintain banners on a website, GX  WebManager offers the functionality ôBanner 

Managementõ. This makes it possible to show different formats of (rotating) banners. 

Moreover this component registers how many times the banners are shown and how many 

ôclicksõ there have been. This way an overview of the effectiveness of the banners can be 

generated.  
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1  INTRODUCTION  

A banner is usually a clickable image. When clicked, the visitor is directed to the associated 

website. The banner module allows placing simple banners on pages and registering their views 

and clicks. The banner module consists of a number of separate programs communicating with the 

database. It is also possible to configure the banner module. The banner module comes w ith a 

number of extra features, such as setting the maximum number of times the banner will be shown 

and determining the time frame in which the banner is shown. These features will be described 

later in this chapter .  

 

If purchased, the banner module will default be installed within GX WebManager. If, for example, 

performance demands it, the banner module can also be installed separately. Additional detail 

falls beyond the scope of this document.  

 

This document covers setting up the database, installing the  servlets, and configuring 

GX WebManager to use the banner module.
